Make-ups:  will be allowed on missed sessions provided they are phoned in to the skating school office prior to the 

contracted session ice time. Make-up credit of $50.00 and less, for the current contract, may be carried over to 
the next contract. Medical exceptions are on an individual basis. 

Walk-on Rates:  contract skaters that desire additional sessions may walk-on at their contract rate. These walk-ons 
may be paid on the day of the ice, or if payments are in good standing, may be added to your account and will 
appear on your monthly statement. Accumulated walk-ons will be due with the next contract payment. 

Contract Confirmation: will be available at the CID front desk within 7 days after the due date. Contract requests 
received after the due date will be processed after all “on-time” contracts. 

Contract Discount:  a discount of 5% will be applied to your account provided your contract request was submitted by 
the due date and all payments were made on time. This credit will apply to the next contract session.  If the 
contract is paid in full on or before the first payment date, the discount may be taken at that time. 

Complimentary Walk-on or Off-ice Card:  contracts submitted that total over $250.00 will receive a complimentary 
card for each increment of $250.00. These cards must be turned in at the time of the activity and may be used 
for your choice of a walk-on or off-ice activity. Cards expire at the end of the contract session, are not         
transferable, have no monetary value, and may not be used as a contract credit. 

 
                ADMINISTRATIVE USE 

Level Requirements 
 
HIGH FS:          Passed Intermediate or higher 
MED FS:                      Pre-Preliminary or have passed FS 3 
LOW FS:                      Must have passed Gamma 
POWER:                      Must have passed Gamma 
BEGINNER EDGE:   ISI & Pre-Juvenile levels 
ADVANCED EDGE:  Juvenile and higher 
MIF/FS:                        Moves in the Field open to all levels 
DANCE:                     Ice time reserved for Ice Dancers and Moves in the Field 
OPEN FS:                  All levels 
OPEN USAGE:    Ice set aside at predominately off-hours for the purpose of  
                              competition practices, choreography, dance, pairs, etc… 
 
Exceptions:         High level freestyles are for Intermediate skaters or higher. 
NO exceptions will be made. On high level freestyles, no lessons are allowed 
to be given to lower level skaters on that session. Partial rates will be charged  
 

Skater’s Responsibilities & Understanding 
 
Proper conduct and apparel are expected at all times. When the announce- 
ment is made for the end of the session (ice make) all skaters must leave the 
ice. Guards, drinks, etc… may not be placed on dasher handrails. Tapes will 
be played on a first come, first served basis. On MIF, solo tapes will not be 
played and those practicing footwork, spiral and stroking, will have the right-
of-way. The program skater must wear the rink sash and will be given the 
right-of-way. Pro requests for a students tape will be honored if the skater is 
receiving a regular 15-20 minute lesson at the time of the request (one pro 
request per skater, per session) exceptions for program choreography, as time 
permits 
 
Guest Pros, Choreographers, and Videographers must be pre-arranged with the 
Skating School office. All independent contractors must have a proof of insurance and 
résumé on file with the Center Ice Management, LLC office, before taking the ice.
